Pool Rules and Regulations 

1. The pool hours are 10 a.m. to 9 p.m. daily. After school begins in the fall, the hours will 
be 3:30 p.m.- 7 p.m. Monday through Thursday, 3:30 p.m.- 9 p.m. Friday, 10 a.m.- 9 p.m. 
Saturday and 10 a.m.- 7 p.m. Sunday. 

2. Residents must have their access card to enter into the pool area. 
3. Sign in with the lifeguard as you enter the pool area. 
4. Do no prop open the pool gate. It needs to remain closed to ensure only individuals 

authorized to use the pool are doing so.  
5. No running. 
6. No alcohol permitted inside the fenced area of the swimming pool. 
7. No glass containers. 
8. Dispose of all trash in the appropriate containers.  
9. No diving in shallow areas. Diving is permitted in water depths of 6 feet or greater. 
10. No hanging on lane lines or depth dividers. 
11. Obey the lifeguard at all times. Otherwise, pool privileges could be revoked.  
12. No pushing or dunking. 
13. Children not toilet trained must wear a swim diaper while in the pools. NO PLASTIC 

DIAPERS are permitted. 
14. Floating toys, rafts, rings, tubes and board are allowed if not detrimental to safety and 

may be prohibited at the discretion of the lifeguards. 
15. Children of non-swimming ability must be in direct contact with an adult in the water 

when using floatation devices.  
16. Hard balls, such as tennis balls and footballs, are not permitted in the pool area. 
17. Children 9 and under must be accompanied by a responsible party, 16 or older, to enter 

the pool area. Children 9 to 12 may be unaccompanied provided they pass a swim test 
administered by a lifeguard. 

18. Animals are not allowed in the pool area or to be left tethered unattended at any time. 
19. Proper swim attire required- swim suits only. 
20. Foul, abusive or excessively loud language will not be permitted. 
21. Bicycles, skateboards, scooters, etc. are not permitted in the pool area. Roller blades and 

wheelies must be removed before entering the pool area. 
22. No gum is permitted in the pool area. 
23. Smoking and/or tobacco products are not permitted in the pool area. 
24. During pool hours, the pool will be cleared every hour for a 15 minute adult swim. Adults 

17 and over only will be permitted to swim. An adult may take a non-swimming child 3 
years or under into the water with them during this time. 

25. Violation of pool rules could result in the offender being asked to leave the pool area for 
the rest of the day. Pool privileges may be suspended for up to 48 hours by the lifeguards, 
and for longer periods of time by the pool manager or Board of Directors, for infraction 
of pool rules and/or regulations. 

26. Only one (1) key per household address with be issued or allowed. 



BABY POOL 

1. The baby pool is for use by children 6 years and under only. 
2. NO LIFEGUARD is provided for the baby pool- children must be supervised by an adult. 

GUEST POLICY 

1. Each household is permitted up to 6 guests per day. 
2. Special arrangements for groups larger than 6, must be made with the pool management 

company. Please visit with a lifeguard on duty and speak with them directly to reserve the 
pool. Owners will be responsible for charges associated with the need for additional 
lifeguards.
